Touch interfaces allow direct interaction with the screen, feel more intuitive, don't need a keyboard - and newer touch screens can respond to multiple simultaneous touches, allowing for complex gestures in the interface). Other types of touch interfaces include touch pads on laptops.

	Cloud Computing
There are many initiatives to allow people to access applications that are based on the internet (or, literally, out there somewhere in the 'cloud' of networked computers). Examples include Google docs, GMail, Microsoft's 'Office Live' and other such initiatives. These applications do not have to be installed and you can use them through the web browser on your computer. At present, most of these applications are free, but in the long run the companies may decide to charge you a monthly fee to use their software. If you stop paying, you no longer have access to the software - and you probably lose access to your data as well because the data is not stored on your computer but also on their server out there 'in the cloud'. The advantage is that you don't need such a powerful computer anymore and that you don't have to worry about installing / uninstalling / updating software.

	Virtualisation
Many people want to be able to use multiple OS's on their computer without having to run multiple boot options. The easiest way for them to do this is to run 'Virtual Machines' on their computer - i.e. special software which creates a 'virtual' (i.e. not real) computer on top of your OS and then lets you install a new OS / software to the virtual machine. Examples include VM Ware, Parallels desktop and Microsoft's Virtual PC. By using virtualisation your Apple can run OS X and Windows at the same time; your PC can run Windows and Linux at the same time!...

CPU's typically come from AMD or Intel (delete the others).

CPU Fan - Newer, more powerful CPU's have elaborate heat sinks which are more important than fans in their ability to draw heat away from the CPU and make it run cooler. Water cooling is becoming a more popular (and silent) way to cool hot CPU's.

Micro Blogging - a blog that is updated with short (no more than 140 characters) messages that a whole group of people can follow - the most well known is Twitter. Micro blogging allows people to follow your movements / thoughts as you write them down.

Wireless connection - many cell phones, MP3 players and laptops allow their users to use wireless networks to connect to the internet. This can be set up in the home / workplace as an alternative to plugging in cables and leading wires all over the place. Wireless networks are often available (at a cost) in public spaces like Hotels, airports and coffee shops as a way for people on the move to be able to connect to the internet.

Cellular Connection - cellular technology such as 3G and HSDPA allows people with the right equipment to use either their cell phone or a cellular modem (often called a 3G card) to connect to the internet over the cellular network. This is a fast but expensive option.
