	Add:  Moore's Law
Whilst Moore's law does not directly apply to the mobile device market,  the fact is that processors are becoming smaller, faster and using less power. This means that mobile devices such as cellular phones, mp3 players, GPSs etc are becoming much more powerful and capable of multi-purpose tasks. Some cell phones now have 800 MHz processors in them - quite significant when you think that the first PC ran at 8 MHz!

	Facts about external Hard Drives box – Add:

If used with virtualisation software an external hard drive can be configured to hold a virtual machine configured as you like with all the software you want installed on it. You can then 'run' this virtual machine on any other computer and have access to your own software and preferred desktop setup etc. This has an additional advantage in that you leave no trace of what you have been doing or your documents etc on the machine you have been working on.

	The System bus
Need to point out that systems involving point-to-point data connections between memory and CPU do not have a bus architecture, use serial communication and do not have the same 'three part' configuration as the old style parallel FSB had. See reference to point-to-point bus in Grd 11 update.

	Hyperthreading: Whilst it has been removed from some designs some Double and Quad core CPUs include it. A Quad core CPU with hyperthreading appears to have 8 CPUs to the operating system!

	Block on Ports – Add:
A firewall is often set by default to exclude programs that do not talk to one of the common, well-known ports (e.g. http / pop3 / etc). The reason is that lesser known ports are often targets for malicious software. If you are on your company's / school's network and some special software (like a messenger program / chat program / peer-to-peer program) won't work (but your browser does) - it is most likely because the firewall is set to block those packets.

	To e-mail add:
'Push' e-mail. This is when copies of e-mail are sent to a mobile device - usually a good smart-phone like a Blackberry, iPhone or good Windows Mobile Professional phone. This makes it easy for people to receive their mails whilst on the go, but to also have copies of the mail on the computer based e-mail system. When you use a 'push' enabled device you do not have to check for mail - instead the service sends the mail to you as soon as it is received - which means people for whom time is important (stock brokers, journalists, etc) get their mail as soon as it arrives - wherever they are - as long as they are connected to the service.

	To IM add:
Mobile services such as MXit add the ability to chat to almost any cell phone whilst real smartphones are capable of connecting to regular IM services such as Skype, Google Chat, Windows Live Messenger (MSN) etc.

	Add Micro Blogs:
Micro blogs are blogs that allow users to post short messages of 140 characters or less. The most well known micro blog is Twitter. Messages posted on twitter are called 'tweets'. The idea behind a micro blog is that you can subscribe to follow a user and then whenever you use a twitter client (on your computer or smartphone) you receive immediate updates about whatever that person is doing whenever they 'post' a message. You can also post your own messages that people will receive. Some people have hundreds of thousands of 'followers'. Barack Obama used twitter during his election campaign and still uses it to send out messages about what his government is doing.
